Registrar to process SDA credential. RICA exam needed for elementary credential certification 

 Students who are outside the counties of service (25 mile radius) will have to pay for supervision visits.  Counties in the 
zone of service are: San Bernardino, Riverside, Los Angeles, Orange, San Diego.
