Databases
PsychInfo

This database from the American Psychological Association (APA), contains nearly 2.4 million citations and summaries and some full text coverage of scholarly journal articles, book chapters, books, and dissertations, all in psychology and related disciplines, dating as far back as the 1800s. 98 percent of the covered material is peer-reviewed. Journal coverage includes some international articles.
EBSCOhost

This general database provides citations, abstracts, and some full text articles in the social sciences, humanities, medicine, multi-cultural studies, education and more. Limit your results to  Scholarly Journals by choosing “Peer Reviewed.”

ProQuest: Psychology module
This database allows you to search by author, publication title, subject, and more.

Limit results to “Scholarly journals, including peer-reviewed.”
PsycARTICLES

This database uses the EBSCOhost interface and provides full text journal articles published by the APA from 1988 to the present.
Wilson Web

This database provides citations, abstracts, and some full text articles in the social sciences, humanities, general science, business and education. Check the “Peer Reviewed” box.
Medline

This database provides summaries of articles and some full text articles relating to medical issues.
